Substrate Considerations

Cures in contact with most materials common to biomedical assemblies, exceptions include: sulfur-

Vulcanization
Curing of the blended elastomer is accelerated by heat. The pre-measured catalyst provides a fixed cure rate. Do not attempt to
change molding times by mixing the two components in any other than a 1:1 ratio, as this will affect the properties of the elastomer. Only

temperature adjustments should be employed to alter the rate of cure.
